Comprehension Strategy – Review Fix-Up Strategy

· Using fix-up strategies is a way to solve problems when you read.  If you have trouble reading a page or get stuck on a word or sentence, first think about the problem.  Then decide what you can do to help fix the problem.
· Use the illustrations for more clarification
· Use phonics
· Read on and see if there are any clues in the reading
· Brake it into its parts
Comprehension Strategy – Make Connections

· Sometimes you can make connections between something you read and something you have read, seen, heard, or done before by comparing and contrasting information.  
· Identifying similarities and differences between your own experiences and what you are reading will help you understand information better.

Writing Process – Editing

· Editing means checking your work at least twice
· Make sure that spelling, punctuation, capitalization, and grammar are correct.
· Exchange work with a friend to check it
· Marking your changes clearly
Writing Form – Report

· A report is non-fiction and based on research

· Includes a main idea statement with facts in the form of supporting details, and a conclusion
